3. The Students are expected to learn about the key milestones in world history and equip them with the tools to understand and analyze the same from different perspectives. A key objective of the course is to make students aware of the implicit Euro –centrismof International Relations by highlighting certain specific perspectives from the Global South.   
4. In the process the course aims to introduce undergraduate students to some of the range of issues, literature, and methods that cover comparative political.
5. It deals with issues of decentralization, financial management, citizens and administration and social welfare from a non-western perspective.
