The final
exam for each paper has 80% wei ght age of overall assessnent and
the remai ning 20% constitute internal assessnment marks. The

I nternal Assessnent forns a part of a continuous eval uation system
conduct ed through O ass Tests, Tutorials, Assignnments, Projects
and Presentations. Al of these together constitute an integral
part of Internal Exam nation which is carried out in a well-

pl anned and systemati c manner.

The eval uated papers related to internal exam nation consisting of
class tests, assignnents,projects, etc. are returned to students
with detailed remarks and suggestions for inprovenent. Any query
of students regarding the feedback and eval uation is thoroughly
addressed by the respective teachers.
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The marks are sent to the university only after each student has
been gi ven anple opportunity and tinme to review and regi ster her
conplaint, if any. The final Internal Assessnent marks are
reviewed by the Departnents. There is a Mdderation Comrittee at
the college level that | ooks into any discrepancies in Interna
Assessnent marks and takes requisite steps to ensure transparency
and objectivity. If any error is detected in the final mark-sheet
in spite of rigorous scrutiny, it is pronptly reported to the

Uni versity by the Coll ege.
